I suppose, the two new Mexican bishops, and the newest American bishop,
(consecrated by Bishops Camara and Zamora) Bishop Musey, would be willing to
consecrate our cadidate for the episcopacy. But if there is a choice for him,
our candidate would prefer to be consecrated by Archbishop Martin Thuc in
Mudhen (or in any other suitable place). Our candidate has been a priest alread.y
for 46 years. Including 7 years of being a pastor of a traditionalist chapel
for the true Mass and true Catholic religion. He speaks a little German, no Spanish.

Next week, April 23, the Mexican bishops will be in Dallas, Texas, USA,
to celebrate pontifical High Mass. I hope I can see them there (I received in-
vitaton to the event). Certainly we will discuss the need for bishop-consecration.
