1.~ About Mr. Gémez visit to Europa. kell, I am
not sure of it, but I think that his travel has not only the fina-
lity to contact sedevacantist groups; as you know the group of Gua-
dalajara do an important anticomunist work and they have contacts
in enter world, lay be Héctor travel is with other intentiens toe;
He didn't told me this, but I know some of the friends go to other
countries frecuently, and I say, a think this voyage is going to
serve to the traditionalist -catholic- cause.

Mgr. Carmona Told me that he (Mgr.) has tre® friends
priests, in Spain, that are with him, with the truly Church, and
they are very alone. As letters are not enough to so serious gues-
tions as to see if them are able to come to help Mgr. Carmona, spe-
cially for the Seminary, and the hest is to speak personally with
the persons, Héctor who has great experience is the indicated to
visit them and say and answer all that Mgr. has to know about the
priests. This contact we are sure can conduce to other.

; In Germany there is a question for what we beg
your help. Two months ago tree franciscan pirest wrote to Mgr.
Carmona telling him that they wanted to come with him, because
they are catholics as us and recognize our bishops, ond they are
also alone and in battle; they wish to come with Mgr. Carmona and
asked him in the letter if he should receive them. kell, as Mgr.
Carmona doesn't understands german, he sent the letter to Héctor
for its traduction. Héctor return Mgr. the letter and traduction,
but the letter never arrive to Mgr. Carmona. And Mgr., has no copy
of it, Héctor has not, and they don't remember the city from where
the franciscan Fathers wrote. This is a terrible error to don't let
copy of documents. Now I ask you if you know in Germany franciscan
Priests that are known as traditionalists, or if you think it could
be posible and convenient to put a little advice in "Einsicht" ca-
lling the tree franciscan Priests that wrote to Mgr. Carmona to
write him again please.

We think, or saying best, we can be sure that Mgr.
Carmona is having a contrel in Kis correspondence, this, bhecause

the bishops os the new church have very much influences with people
in official dependences, and letters and phene calls can be inter-
cepted by this way. As Mgr. Carmona has each day more people with
him, and this is giving many ppoblems to the government authorities,
~divisions, war is the word-, and by other motives, all our enemies
are giving their battle as they can.

Now, Héctor Gémez don't speak german, but french,
and we hope you can have a ggod conversation with him in this len-
guage., The traductions in Guadalajara are do by confidential friends

So, you can see that there are six prospects of
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priests than can become to be the necesary help for our Church hege
in México.

In France, Father Louis Marie de Bligniere's that wrote me
in 1982, has in a little book his conference "Jean Paul Il et la Doc-
trine Catholique“;had written to me asking for special nimeros of
"Trento" to take notes. This priest in his letter is against the -
"scandal"that P. Barbard did about the consacrations of Mgr. Thuc -
q.e.p.d.)and is "Sedevacantist”.

P. Blignieres wrote me in 1982; I want to know what is he
thinking now, and as I think, nothing better that a friend visiting
him and the priests that are with him, with a letter from me in the
hands. I1f Héctor goes to Rome, -I know about this- he will contact
Mons. Arrigo Pintonello also with a letter mine. The arzbishops has
being wrriting me little notes and also some large letterse; he sent
us greetings when we publish "Trento” with the notice of the declara-
‘tion of Mgr. Thuc, and the consacrations. I want to know what he says
personally to one of us about the present terrible situation of the
Saint Church. As you know, Pintonello has been in his documents acussit
only to the bishops in the deseaster of the Church. But, ¢who can say
us if our insistance, -with prayers and sacrifices- could not obtein
of one of this feeble bishops (I don't speak of Lefebvre) the procla-
mations and actions the Saint Church needs?... Arz. Pintonello was
a great friend of Father SGenz Arriaga, who told me that he was one
of the bishops in disposition to do the "Imperfect Council®, Other
was also Castro Mayer. My friend, we can not know the ways God have
for the salvation of the Saint Church. I think our duty is not only
to be us firmly in the faith, but to go to all the ways and claim
to all the doors. ke are only the "mediums™, but as God will, necesa-
ry more than never.

If we do what we can do, God will put the rest. If some-
thing don't give good results, I think we must have patience, work to
omend what we can, and go on working in all the new posibilities. If
we a cause of our deceptions stop know thinking that there can not be
in the world any hope, any other priest able for the battle for the
Saint Church, we will be closing the doors to the work of God. So,
we have to confront the risks. Our enemies @S yoU Seé, go on, door to
door, comunisss protestants, and I don't say about postconciiarse!
Masons too, pagan religions, all visiting people everywhere. They do
their work and don't think if their exit is going to be sure. jAnd
they have their trioumps, we see! ;ihy we, that have such a terrible
mision, can not look with all our forces for contact the many priests,
groups, that I am sure there are in the world,alone, catholic, waiting
for a word to finish in the necesary union and doing a good work in
the "Omém Instaurare omnia in Christo?....

Those that are not enough convinced, we have the duty to
convince them. If some come and after become traitors, other will be
faithfull. We work with men, but we work for God. This is what save us
of falling in deception and desesperation. Conclusion: we think it is
necesary to open contacts everywhere we see a little hope.

2.- Kbout the acussations of Mgr. Vezelis and Mgr. Musey.
well, naturaly, we should like to don't know anything of this bishops,
but my friend, we are in the heart of this problems; people, priests
and faithfull, asks us about the question. 3ishops had to resolve this
questions, sure, but we must know the stories with the must clear vi-
sion we can. I beg you for our Lord's love to hear Héctor; he has been
an actor in this drama. We can have influence with the bishops, and
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;how to use it if we only want to hide us ;4 ignore the problems?
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There is other very important question. If we don't do something
to know the truth about this acussations, we can fall in doubts
about this men, about their moral integrity, and commit an injusti-
ce. I only try to say you that we are in the duty to know all what
is posible about the bishops. In the present circunstances, God
will has been that we, faithfull, have an important participation
in the conservation of the Apostolic succesion. The enter world
know this; the problems of the bishops are- also our problems. The
more little thing we can do, is to try to know the truth, to hear
the testimonies.

As you know, the campaicne of bishops Vezelis is not
only against Mgr. Musey. The aversion about Mgr. Musey is because
Musey received a seminarian with problems with Vezelis. khen Mgr.
Musey came to speak with me, I heard him, as I would hear everyone
of them. Mgr. Musey told me that the Jhon B. S. is an anticomunist
society (I am going to know soon the truth about this movementg. And
that in this society there are catholics, protestants, and persons
of diference positions, a cause of their anticomunism. That in the
group of his "parroquians" he, Mgr. Musey, has several members of
de J.B.S., that he knows work in anticomunism, and that is all. He
told me that with the jefs or director of the organisation he has
no relations, and his faithfulls that work in anticomunism, he dones
see why to excomunicate them. n

In other hand, not only Vezelis accuse Musey of this,
know he is saying that He is also H.S., a man that "drunkard”, an
infiltrate jedish, etc., etec., Mgr. Musey told me that he has su
porting this campaigne in silence, but know this is preducing a
terrible damage and destruction in the United States. The campaigne
is against us too, and a precious work and time and oportunities
are becoming loose. So, when reciently Mgr. Musey talked with Héc-
tor by phone, he gold Héctor that he was coming to México to speak
with Mgr. Carmona, to see bishops in dnion declare the excomunica-
tion for Wezelis with the prooyes against him . This should not 5
a vengative action, Mgr. Musey thinks it is a duty to declare about
Mgr. Vezelis and liberate the mgny vocations to go to the seminary
in Rochester, and to explanate the truth about other bishops and
persons as “Anacleto and I.

Is"all this happens you must be in the antecedents.

e must not be credible at the first accusation that
someone throw. ;Do you believe for example that I am an infiltrate
jewish and that the Union Trento is a mason society? I am sure not'
kell, and who has in several paid insertions in the principal news
papers say this (with infantil arguments?) realizing the must great
confusion not only in México? ;Two bishops who we had Helped and
that by our "mediums™ had become to be what they are!

4.~ ABOUT THE SEMINARY WITH MGR. CARMONA

The solution you give to' the problem of the Semina-
ry could be very good! That I be the teacher for the boys and have
the house in Acapulco near Mgr. Carmona. But, my dear friend, you
forget that I am not in conditions to do this a cause of my sickness
and my mothers constantly atention. The "Lupus™ with what I am
fitting since I waos a girle, has me in the last years so bad, that
I can not awake up in the mornings the must part of the days, with
hard pains. My hearth is very bad and the efforts I do for do the
little things I can, make me fall in the bed and loose more time.

I have Menfisema", I am not well of my eyes; the last twenty years
of my 1ife (I am 56 old) had been o hard bottle against death or
invalidity. So 'l can not write "Trento"” more thon a year ago, «
cause of my eyes principally. It was a cause of my sicknes that I
had to leaye my work of teacher in'catholic schools (when they were
catholic)” and other works I did, -and had to’depend’of the bishops
and catholic friends that helped me then, and"I have told you, I
had to renounce to.all the aids when my position writting against
the postconciliar church put me in the place of the "enemies™ of
those bishops that helped me because I could not work more out of
home, but in the new.church where they wanted to stay, I could not,
and I resist to“doswhat they wished, to be with them and help to
reafirm the newsheresies.

Since twenty years I can not go out of home, only go
to doctors for examinations, or to the hospital as you has known,
and so my mother now so sick; it is impossible for me to have any
responsability that requires efforts and hours of work sisthematical
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I could go _to Guadalajarg Only two tlmes years'cqo in a
complicate-travel-that put me in the bad, and that was as a mira-
cle, because I consolidate, reafirm ccntacts and know those who
are our group there.

If 1 could do what normal persons do, 1 wmll travel giving
conferences, at first; I will write much“more, and do many things
for our Cause., All I haveé ‘did in this years it had been a great
‘sacrifice, and I don't say it 'in my "honor" -I have not give let
L my blood- ‘only try to say that I can not more.

Of catequistas ‘and 1 give them two or tree days at home, conferen-
ces about matters they need; we do proyects, etc., and many ti-
mes I don't resist the tree days!
